The Kingdom of Cordoned, which emerged from
the declining Seleucid Empire, was located to
the south and south-east of Lake Van between
Persia and Mesopotamia and ruled northern
Mesopotamia and southeastern Anatolia from
189 BC to AD 384 as vassals of the vying Parthian
and Roman Empire.

At its zenith, the Roman Empire ruled large
Kurdish-inhabited areas, particularly the western
and northern Kurdish areas in the Middle East.
Cordoned became a vassal state of the Roman
Republic in 66 BC and remained allied with the
Romans until AD 384.

After 66 BC, it passed another 5 times between
Rome and Persia. Cordoned was situated to the
east of Tigranocerta, that is, to the east and
south of present-day Diyarbakir in south-eastern
Turkey.

Some historians have correlated a connection
