2. Order: Oxyurida: Example:

Genus: Enterobius vermicularis (Pinworm or anal worm); Characteristics:
1. Adult lives in large intestine of Man. It causes a disease called Enterobiasis.

2. Body is small, round, and delicate, white in color.

3. Enterobius vermicularis reproduces sexually. Sexes are separated. Female length is 8 - 13 mm, while male length is 2 - 5 mm. 
4. Lifecycle includes one host and larval stages. The larvae hatch in small intestine of Man then become Adult in large intestine. Gravid female migrate to perianal region at night to lay fertilized eggs.

Fertilized Egg ( Larvae hatch in small intestine ( Adult (in large intestine of Man)

1. Parasite’s Name: Enterobius vermicularis 
2. Disease Name: Enterobiasis
3. Source of Infection: Contaminated fingertips or other things. 

4. Infective Stage: Eggs.

5. Site of Infection: Adult in large intestine (colon) of Man especially children.
6. Host: Man especially children.
7. Diagnosis: By using scotch tape test to get eggs.
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3. Order: Strongyloidida: Example:

Hookworms:
Hookworms include both Necator americanus and Ancylostoma dudenale. The only difference between them is in the structure of their mouth parts and their relative size.
A. Genus: Necator americanus (New World Hookworm(; Characteristics:
1. Necator americanus causes a disease called Necatoriasis.

2. It lives in the small intestine of Man, other mammals, like, dogs and cats. 

3. Buccal capsule is spherical and mouth is armed with 2 semilunar cuticular cutting plates.

4. Adult female (9 - 11) mm, but male is (5 - 9) mm in length.

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B. Genus Ancylostoma dudenale (Old World Hookworm(; Characteristics:

1. Ancylostoma dudenale causes a disease called hookworm disease.

2. It lives in small intestine of Man, other mammals, like, dogs and cats.
3. Buccal capsule is elongated and mouth is armed with 2 pairs of curved teeth. 
4. Adult female (10 - 13) mm, but male is (8 - 11) mm in length.
