The students have a desire to communicate and the focus is on the content not form in CLT.

The students' grammatical competence is concentrated in CLT. 

One of the alternative methods based on language acquisition belonging to the natural approach is Desuggestopedia.

Native language translation is used to make the meaning of the dialogue clear, the teacher uses the native language less and less in Desuggestopedia.

CLT is holistic: it means that the whole personality of the learner must be developed during language teaching. 

Grammar is dealt with explicitly but minimally, students will learn best if their conscious attention is focused not on the language forms but on using the language in Desuggestopedia.

The method is introduced in the students' native language, after that introduction rarely would the mother tongue be used in TPR.

The focus shifts from grammar to sentence formation, language is for communication in Community Language Learning.

It is learner-centered: Learners’ needs are very important in CLT.

At the beginning level, the errors are not corrected immediately since the emphasis is on the students communicating their intended meaning; when errors occur the teacher uses delayed correction in Desuggestopedia.

The teacher is a counselor who recognizes how threatening a new leaning situation can be for adult learners so he understands and supports his students in their struggle to acquire the target language in Community Language Learning.

 The educators or teachers put the students into the situations that they are obliged to use language in CLT.

T The teacher is the authority in the classroom, who must be trusted and respected by the students-once the students trust the teacher, they feel secure, they can be more spontaneous and less inhibited in Desuggestopedia.

he student-teacher interaction changes within the lesson and over time, this method is neither student nor teacher centered but; rather teacher-student centered, with both being decision makers in the class; building a relationship with and among students is very important in Community Language Learning. 

Teachers should be tolerant of errors and only correct major errors, even these should be corrected gently in TPR.

Errors are corrected in a non-threatening way, the teacher repeats correctly what the students has said incorrectly in Community Language Learning.

The syllabus is designed primarily by the students in Community Language Learning.

 The teacher is the director of all student behavior, and the students are imitators of her non-verbal model in TPR.

The most important skills are the receptive ones and speaking the language, reading and writing are worked on in Community Language Learning.

Formal evaluation can be conducted by commanding individual students to perform a something face to face in TPR.
