Brief of My Doctorate Thesis
PHD Dissertation Entitled:
Contributions of the Kurdish Scholars to Islamic Civilization during the Seventh and Eighth Centuries After Hijrah

This research undertakes to discover the contributions of Kurdish scholars to the development of Islamic civilization. The thesis starts with an introduction identifying the Kurdish people and then casts light upon their contributions to theoretical sciences during the seventh and eighth centuries AH (13th-14th centuries CE). This period is considered one of the most critical eras experienced by the Muslim Ummah due to the invasions of the Mongols and the threat posed by the Crusades. The thesis attempts to determine the manner in which Kurdish scholars participated in [the knowledge enterprise], their numbers, the numbers of works they authored and the specializations in which they excelled. It also identifies the institutions of learning which Kurdish scholars had a role in establishing, administering and organizing. By these means the research is able to determine the creative accomplishments, areas of distinction and contributions of Kurdish scholars. The methodology of the research is qualitative, based upon primary published sources as well as relevant information extracted from biographical encyclopedias devoted to notable personalities of the period in question and the periods just before and after it. An effort has also been made to unearth any manuscripts composed by Kurdish scholars of the aforesaid era. The result of the research is that Kurdish scholars have indeed made significant contributions in all fields [of knowledge], by their participation in developing educational institutions and in theoretical fields of knowledge. Their number reached around 419 Kurdish scholars, the majority of them being scholars of jurisprudence (fiqh) and the Prophetic Traditions (ÍadÊth). A number of scholars among them became famous, and they added a rich legacy to the corpus of Islamic heritage. They made an indispensable contribution to the Islamic library through their methodologies and their subjects, which reached 541 written works, treating a variety of aspects of theoretical knowledge. Other important results of the research are related to the participation of certain rulers and kings along with the scholars in the intellectual sphere and their concern for knowledge alongside their political participation in responding to external threats. Another important result of the research is [bringing to light] the participation of certain female Kurdish scholars in the development of Islamic civilization in a variety of fields, a noteworthy phenomenon deserving further attention.
Brief of My Master Thesis
Title: Towards Islamic Periodization for the world History

Brief: My research aims at studying the periodization of general world history. It presents important issues addressed by western thought and Muslim scholars. The research focuses on analyzing and criticizing Western as well as Muslim perspectives in studying general world history.

This research shows that the western concept, whether based upon religions or materialist perspectives, neither periodizes the general world history in a fair manner, not fits with worldview of Islam and other religions. The Islamic perspective, on the other side, is built upon some foundations, and is more comprehensive than the western one, though it suffers from some shortcomings highlighted in the research.

The research also demonstrates that there are some Quranic indicators that help us to understand and deal with the general world history in an objective, comprehensive and balanced manner. These indicators report and acknowledge the contributions of all humanity.

I have argued that the current European periodization (pre – history and historical ages) is not suitable for categorizing the general world history because it is incompatible with some important historical developments of many nations. Based upon the Quranic indicators and the opinion of Muslim scholars, the research suggests the seventh century A.D; i.e. the all important and significant period of the Prophet (SAAS) to all nations, as an end of one historical period in human history and the beginning of the other in which prophecy had come to an end. So, the period of the prophet could be considered as a bridge between the ancient history, from Adam (AS) until the time of the prophet, and the modern history until the present time.
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
